
 

1) The Circle represents the eternal perspective that helps to lift us up 
from the trauma of what we have faced. 
 

2) The dove is a symbol of hope and peace. One biblical reference is 
when the dove returned with an olive branch to Noah, indicating the 
end of the great flood and the beginning of rebuilding. 

 

3) The outlined T moves the focus of the Crisis Resiliency Team from 
Texas. The Disaster Spiritual Care Training and responses of the TCRT 
go beyond Texas. Including the outlined T recognizes the 
contributions of Texas Baptists in starting the Crisis Resiliency Team 
and the continuing partnership with Texas Baptist Chaplaincy. 
 

4) The CRT is stepping up as it moves forward, symbolic of the intent to 
assist people in moving forward and moving up out of the trials and 
struggles they face.
